Appropriate for grades 4-6. 
 
 
Purpose:  The students will develop a sense of pride and appreciate the history, 
function, and beauty of our State Capitol. 
 
Objectives: 

1. Have a greater appreciation of the Capitol 
 

2. Be able to explain the history and functions of various rooms. 
 
Activities: 

1. Using the General Assembly’s Virtual Tours website or other 
resource material find pictures of the Capitol and various rooms in 
the Capitol. 
 

2. Divide the students into small groups and assign each group a 
room to visit.  Find a description of each room. 
 

3. Pick out the important facts about history, furnishings, and uses. 
 

4. Have each group then give a brief oral report on their assigned 
room.
